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Introduction

Welcome to the SDSYO and congratulations on being a member of one of the SDSYO ensembles!  We are delighted that you are participating in this endeavor to create wonderful music.  Our goal is to make this an enriching musical experience for students of all levels.

In order to be prepared for a successful season, please read through the following policies to be fully aware of the SDSYO procedures.  Expectations of the students are high in order for this to be a worthwhile experience that will heighten your appreciation and understanding of orchestral music and your instrument, as well as create lasting relationships with others.

Audition Policy

· Formal auditions are held biannually, with additional chair auditions throughout the season possible for strings in Youth Orchestra and Philharmonia.

· Formal auditions take place behind a curtain and score results are averaged among the entire audition committee to determine orchestra of the student. 

· Chair auditions may be used to alter seating assignments within a section, but violin section placement will not be altered until a formal audition takes place or at the conductor’s discretion.   

· The conductors may request rotational seating during rehearsals preceding chair auditions.  

· Youth Orchestra and Philharmonia students who do not participate in chair auditions will risk losing their current chair placement.  
· Late auditions are permissible but a late audition will only determine orchestra placement.  Out of fairness to the other students, a student who auditions late will sit at the end of the section until the next round of chair auditions.

· Late auditions, which may be set up by appointment by contacting the youth orchestra administrator, will not be behind a curtain.   
Tuition

All students are required to pay an annual tuition based on the rate of their orchestra.  Scholarships are available to any student who is financially unable to afford the cost of tuition.  Students may apply for a tuition scholarship by filling out a scholarship form on our website.  Students who receive a tuition grant may be asked to send a thank-you note or play a short work for the donor. 

· Youth Orchestra Tuition:  $300; $250 for students in marching band 

· Philharmonia Tuition:  $250; $200 for students in marching band

· Sinfonia Tuition:  $200 (2nd semester only:  $100)

· Prelude Strings:  $100

Tuition may be paid in installments.  Invoices will be sent from the SDSO office if payment is not received within the first month of SDSYO rehearsals, or by request.

Attendance Policy 

· Attendance is required at all rehearsals and concerts.

· If you must miss a rehearsal, please contact the youth orchestra administrator as far in advance as possible with reason for absence.

· Two unexcused absences are cause for dismissal from the orchestra.

· Tardiness to rehearsals is frowned upon and will be recorded.
· Excused absences include sickness, important family functions, religious activities and required school events. 

· Attendance at dress rehearsals is mandatory.  Absence from a dress rehearsal could be cause for the conductor not allowing the student to perform in the concert.  

· Failure to appear for any concert without justifiable excuse will result in automatic dismissal from orchestra the following semester.  

Rehearsals

· Rehearsals will begin promptly and students should arrive 10-15 minutes early in order to get instrument out, be seated and be warmed up 5 minutes before tuning begins.  

· Remember to bring music, extra bows, mutes, etc. and a pencil to every rehearsal.

· Occasionally we will need to rehearse in a different location due to scheduling conflicts with the hall.  These changes will be made known in advance at the rehearsals and posted on the SDSO website.  
Prelude Strings will meet every Monday evening from 6:30 to 8:00 p.m. at Robert Frost Middle School, starting January 2012.  Parents may stay and watch the rehearsal.  
Sinfonia will meet every Monday evening from 6:30 to 8:00 p.m. at Robert Frost Middle School, starting September 12, 2011.  Parents may stay and watch the rehearsal.

Philharmonia will meet every Saturday morning, starting September 10, 2011, from 9:30 a.m. to noon on the stage of Kresge Recital Hall at Augustana College, unless notified in advance of a location change.  Parents are encouraged to watch the rehearsals and may arrive early for pick-up to do so, or stay for the duration of the rehearsal.  

Youth Orchestra will meet every Saturday morning, starting September 10, 2011, from 9:30 a.m. to noon in the Instrumental Room at Augustana College, unless notified in advance of a location change.  Parents are encouraged to watch the rehearsals and may arrive early for pick-up to do so, or stay for the entire duration of the rehearsal. 

Inclement Weather

Sinfonia and Prelude Strings

In the event of inclement weather, Monday evening Sinfonia and Prelude Strings rehearsals will only be cancelled if schools have already been cancelled or closed early that day.  If you are unsure, you may call or e-mail the youth orchestra administrator or check your e-mail for an announcement.  If you are unable to travel to Sioux Falls because of weather, please e-mail or call the youth orchestra administrator as soon as possible.

Youth Orchestra and Philharmonia

If a Saturday morning rehearsal is cancelled due to inclement weather, you will receive an e-mail announcement early Saturday morning.  If you are unable to travel to Sioux Falls because of weather, please e-mail the youth orchestra administrator as soon as possible.   

Concert Attire

Sinfonia/Prelude Strings Boys:

· White button-down dress shirt (no suit jacket and no tie);
· Black dress pants;
· Black socks and black dress shoes.
Sinfonia/Prelude Strings Girls:

· White dressy shirt (no sleeveless, prints or patterns);
· Black skirt, below knees to ankle-length, or black dress pants.  Cello players – ankle length black skirt or black dress pants.  
· Black hosiery;
· Black dress shoes.  
Youth Orchestra/Philharmonia Boys:

· Black tuxedo or black suit;

· White button-down dress shirt; 

· Black bow tie – Youth Orch.; Long tie (any pattern) – Philharmonia; 

· Black socks and black dress shoes. 
Youth Orchestra/Philharmonia Girls:

· Black ¾ length or long-sleeved dressy shirt (no short-sleeves or sleeveless; no prints or patterns); 

· Ankle-length black skirt or black dress pants;

· Black hosiery;

· Black dress shoes.

Please be sure to have access to these items for the concerts.  If you need assistance in acquiring any of the listed apparel items, please contact the youth orchestra administrator.

Responsible Conduct

· Students are expected to display courtesy and upstanding behavior at any event related to the youth orchestras. 

· Students who do not abide by the policies of the SDSYO Handbook will be subject to dismissal from the SDSYO for the current and possibly subsequent semester.  

· Irresponsible or poor behavior will be recorded and may be used to determine the student’s subsequent audition placements.  

We want the SDSYO to be a safe, nurturing and educational environment for all students.  Please contact the youth orchestra administrator if you have any concerns in this regard.
